
The earmark of this great move of God will impact the children. Children are to never depart
from the ways of the Lord. They belong to God, they are holy ground and God will use them.
They are off-limits to Satan.
The word ‘glory’ was used for the first time in the book of Genesis and it was used in
association with prosperity and wealth (Genesis 31:1). Show me Your glory. Poverty is religious
tradition, a lie from the devil; it’s not God’s will and it’s not in the Bible for us.
Prosperity is not to be consumed in our lust.
God doesn’t mind us living well and blessed and being rich and wealthy. He just asked this,
remember it’s the Lord Thy God Who made it happen.
The dumbest thing you could ever say in your life is, “I’m a self-made man.” You wouldn’t
even have a brain if it weren’t for God. You wouldn’t even have breath if it weren’t for God.
You certainly wouldn’t be creative if it wasn’t for God. All He asks is that you give Him the
credit.
If you make sure that you give God all the credit for your prosperity, for your increase and
for God taking you to different levels of prosperity, it will never cease.
God expects you to increase (Deuteronomy 14:22) and He knows what to do with your
increase - He is smarter.

I say:
I give God all the glory for my increase.
I have no jealousy towards believers who increase, instead I rejoice (Psalms 49:16-17).
I remember the Lord God who makes rich and wealthy and blesses.
I do not use riches for my own lusts. I honour Him with my substance and He blesses me
more.

Blessing others brings great joy. This is God’s heart for us, to be a blessing to others, to be
able to give to others generously (Genesis 33:11).
God is always working behind the scenes for people who give, who sow and who bless
others (Psalms 20:3). God never forgets a seed sown.

I say:
I am a blessing to others as I have all that I need from God (Genesis 33:11).
I live to give.
I desire with a pure heart to go to a higher level in prosperity so that I have more to give and
seed to sow, this is my motivation. God will multiply my seed sown.
I am a candidate for unlimited prosperity!

Isaiah 60:1-2,5 KJV
Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the Lord is risen upon thee. For, behold,
the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the Lord shall arise
upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee.
Then thou shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and be enlarged;
because the abundance of the sea shall be converted unto thee, the forces of the Gentiles
shall come unto thee.
Haggai 2:7-8 KJV
And I will shake all nations, and the desire of all nations shall come: and I will fill this house
with glory, saith the Lord of hosts. The silver is mine, and the gold is mine, saith the Lord of
hosts.

In Genesis 45:13, ‘glory’ is also translated as prosperity, success, flourishing, more than
enough, increase.
In the darkest times, we as the Church will get brighter and all will see the glory of God on
us, even the Gentiles will see it. The wealth of the ungodly will come to us and that is how,
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through prosperity, even the carnally-minded people will know it’s God’s glory on us (Isaiah
60:1-5).
The inversion has begun. The wealth, it’s begun, wealth from the ungodly being brought to
the just.
Haggai 2:7-9 “…I will shake all nations…and the gold and the silver is Mine.” Why this transfer?
So that the body of Christ can finance this last great move of God that’s coming to the
planet. When the multitudes start coming and want to be in the presence of God and they
want to be around God’s people, we need to be ready, this is the purpose of prosperity.
God’s got a plan, it’s prosperity with a purpose.

I say:
I am a vessel that God can use.
God, use me as a vessel for Your Kingdom to confirm Your Word, with signs following.
I pray it out.

Seed produces after its own kind. When you have any need, sow into someone else’s life
that has the same need. Call your harvest (Romans 4:17). God is no respecter of persons
(Romans 2:11), no matter who you are or what you did, God will and He desires for you to
prosper.
Be not afraid when one is made rich and when the glory of his house is increased.

I say:
God loads me daily with benefits, glory and wealth (Psalms 68:19).
My prosperity has a purpose.

If you are in lack it could be due to a lack of knowledge, not being a good steward of your
finances, or being a non-tither (the windows of heaven cannot open to non-tithers).
On the other hand, Satan is out to stop you from prospering because he knows if this
becomes a revelation to you, to use prosperity with a purpose, then you are a threat to his
kingdom and he suffers defeat.

I say:
Lord, send the glory on my house.
I believe You are doing it.
I’m not in this for the money. I don’t live for the money.
That’s the greatest motivation in my life. I want to prosper, I want to go to a higher level,
because that means I’ll have more to give. Amen.
The spirit of poverty, lack and death over me is broken. I am debt-free.

Galatians 3:13 KJV
Christ hath redeemed us from the curse.
Deuteronomy 28:7 KJV
The Lord shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten before thy face:
they shall come out against thee one way, and flee before thee seven ways.

Never prospering (lack) is under the curse (Deuteronomy 28:29).
Being totally oppressed financially is under the curse.
Earning but never having anything to show for it is under the curse.
Sowing but never getting the harvest that you’re entitled to is under the curse.
Always being in want, always being in need, always in lack is under the curse.
We are redeemed from the curse! (Galatians 3:13)
We are entitled to the blessing of Abraham. Claim your harvest and inheritance.



God will smite the enemy that tries to come and stop your prospering. The spirit of poverty
and the spirit of lack must leave your life.
In the Name of Jesus, as the servant of God and the priest and the prophet of this service,
I decree the Word of the Living God, that we are redeemed from the curse; Abraham’s
blessing is ours and one of those blessings is that God promised that He would smite our
enemy, so in the Name of Jesus, now, hallelujah. My enemy of poverty, of lack and of want
has been smitten, hallelujah!

I say:
The spirit of poverty has been broken over me.
The spirit of lack has been broken over me.
The spirit of death has been broken over me.
I say it out loud and lift my hands and praise God every time I think about it, hallelujah!
Increase comes by association.
I have a covenant with Almighty God, the blessing, the favour and the glory of the Lord is on
my house.
